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Statement of Intent

We are committed to providing a caring, friendly and safe environment for all our pupils so they can learn in a relaxed and secure atmosphere. Bullying of any kind is unacceptable at QSI. If bullying does occur, all students should be able to tell and know that incidents will be dealt with promptly and effectively. We would expect pupils/ students to act safely and feel safe at QSI, including that they understand the issues relating to bullying and that they feel confident to seek support from teachers should they feel unsafe. We would also want parents to feel confident that their children are safe and cared for in QSI and incidents when they do arise are dealt with promptly and well. QSI are aware of their legal obligations and role within the local community supporting parents and working with other agencies outside the institute where appropriate.

What is Bullying?

Bullying is the use of aggression with the intention of hurting another person. Bullying results in pain and distress to the victim. Bullying can be:

 ( Emotional - being unfriendly, excluding, tormenting (e.g. hiding books, threatening gestures) 

( Physical - pushing, kicking, hitting, punching or any use of violence 

( Racist - racial taunts, graffiti, gestures 

( Sexual - unwanted physical contact or sexually abusive comments

 ( Verbal - name-calling, sarcasm, spreading rumours, teasing 

( Cyber - all areas of internet -such as emails and misuse of social media (WhatsApp; Facebook; Twitter etc.); mobile threats by text messaging & calls; misuse of associated technology , i.e. camera &video facilities or mobile phones
Dealing with cases of Bullying
· Meet with the bully and try to protect the identity of the victim and any witnesses. Remain non-judgemental and listen to their side of the story. Make it clear to the bully that bullying is not tolerated. It is taken very seriously and must stop immediately. Show them how it may feel from the victim’s perspective.
· Discuss on a whole class level the concept that you have identified e.g. racial discrimination or lack of feeling accountable to Allah which is the factor during Islamic studies class. Aim to refresh their minds on that concept more. Take care not to associate the victim or the bully in this class discussion
· The teacher should always be made aware of bullying incidences and record incidents of bullying.
·  Staff dealing with the bullying behaviour will support the victim and ensure that they are listened to and assured that we do not allow any bullying behaviour.
